The 14 Stories of Eric Morse, an investigation of the death of
Eric Morse, a five year old boy who was thrown from the four-
teenth floor of a vacant apartment by two young boys. The
collaboration has received national and international awards
for journalism, and the transcripts from over 100 hours of
interviews and monologues are collected in the book, Our
America: Life and Death on the South Side of Chicago. Fifteen
years later, Jones currently works as a freelance journalist,
lecturer, and community advocate in South Chicago.
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
