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Prose Reviews:

 Las Vegas by Joseph Cameron is a second-person, flash fiction piece about the city of Las Vegas and the

way its inhabitants become trapped and never able to leave.

The story is very brief, and after multiple readings one will see that the author is trying to convey a sense of

imprisonment in a city full of sin. The reader will scan this piece over and over, only to find something new every

time, as if looking at it with a new pair of eyes.

The Re-education Camp by Aiden O'Reilly is a short, second-person story about a son visiting his parents in

a place much like a retirement home called a “Re-education Camp.” Here, the elderly are “encouraged” to accept the

changes that the times bring and embrace a newfound sense of liberalism.

The story is interesting, especially if viewing from the vantage point of someone who has visited a nursing

home. If the reader can imagine it, they will see a place where elderly are nursed and cared for, but educated as if in

the early stages of entering a new society. The story will have them thinking about the elderly in their own lives, and

perhaps the lives they will come to live as they grow older.

Rating: 5. The stories are original and imaginative, though about half of the writers are either professionals or have

been previously published. There is hope for the emerging writer, however, as there are plenty of pieces that appear

by authors who have been previously unpublished.
