CRITERIA FOR WCRX SPECIALTY FORMAT OR AM DRIVE SHIFTS 41-3300-01 or 02

WCRX Specialty Format is programmed by the DJ/Host and can consist of almost any format as long as it is cleared with station advisors first.  This shift is for advanced students who excelled in the regular format, displayed an ability to work without constant supervision, passed the WCRX Practicum with a B or better and have demonstrated the ability to work on their own.

You will be responsible for all show preparation, bits, transmitter readings, maintenance of logs and homework assignments as assigned by the WCRX Director.  You must attend a weekly practicum meeting according to the semester’s schedule. You must display a professional and mature attitude, properly follow the rules and regulations of WCRX and treat this opportunity as you would at an internship or job in a major market city.  
The following is required PRIOR to applying for a specialty position.  

You must submit a SAMPLE 2 minute air check of the format you would like to do. This is due 2 weeks before you are allowed to register for practicum.

You must submit a sample weekly play list documenting all the songs you will play during your specialty show.
