On Wednesday, January 12th, 2011 at around 6:15 pm, Security at University Center was notified by
an employee of the T-Mobile Store, 16 E. Harrison Street, of a robbery conducted by two offenders.
The individuals entered the store inquiring about cell phones and were informed that such purchases
were made at another location. One of the offenders stated, “This is a hit.", threatening the employee
with bodily harm if merchandise was not turned over. Offenders fled down the Harrison Red Line
Station with merchandise. No weapon was displayed or implied. Police report was filed.

Description of Offenders

Suspect 1
e African American male, mid 20’s, around 5’7 to 6°, medium built and short hair with a goatee
e Wearing a dark colored winter cap, black leather jacket, dark colored jeans with dark colored
boots

Suspect 2
e African American male, mid 20’s, around 5’7 to 6°, medium built with short hair and trimmed
facial hair around the mouth area. Left front top tooth was chipped.
e Wearing a dark colored winter cap with writing in orange on the front and a logo on the left
side, tan winter coat, dark colored pants with boots
