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The Academic Affairs Committee met on September 15, 2006 and set the following agenda for the term: 

· Examination of course type/credit hour relationships and development of policy based on best practices, internal and external.  This topic will require looking at student earned credit and faculty workload, including adjunct faculty loads.

· Examination of credit-hour overlap between BA and BFA programs, between minors and majors, and between majors and LAS core requirements.

·  Writing Intensive requirements

· Academic policy issues related to IT policies
