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The Student Affairs Committee for College Council met on Friday, September 21, 2007 at 623 S. Wabash, room 311.  
NEW FOR 2007
· Shanita Akintonde (Marketing Communication)  and Suzanne McBride (Journalism) were voted in as co-chairs for the 2007-8 academic year
· Based on the recommendations of this committee last year, we put out a call to all departments not formally represented on this committee to send a faculty liaison who will attend meetings on a regular basis.  
· Scott Hall from the Music department has joined the committee as a faculty liaison.
· Erin Nathan, the student trustee has joined the committee and we have invited the Student Programming Board and Residence Hall Association to select members to join the committee as well. 
CHARGE AND AGENDA

· The Student Affairs Committee is a standing committee of the College Council, and is concerned with all non-academic student issues and experiences. 

· In each meeting, we will hear “expert” testimony form the students and Student Affairs staff on a variety of subjects that impact the student experience, and committee members offer consultation and strategic input.

· This committee does not decide on policy matters, but focuses on the robust sharing of information and perspective leading to an improvement of the student experience beyond the classroom.
· Not all topics on the agenda this year are under the purview of Student Affairs but they all touch on the experiences of students outside of the classroom
· The Committee does not hold a supervisory role over Student Affairs, but provides faculty guidance and feedback 
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The committee reviewed the Student Affairs Goals and Priorities for AY 2007-08, some of which included 16 priorities. Every office of Student Affairs listed a mission statement, goals and assessment measures for each of their respective divisions (Student Life, Student Development, Student Health and Support, Residence Life, and Enrollment Management) that address how they will affect student learning and their specific goals for this year.
The committee agreed that this new format allows greater transparency of what students are working on and is a helpful tool for members of the Student Affairs staff to measure and assess what they are doing.
Deb McGrath, Vice President for enrollment management, provided the committee with an enrollment update.  Some highlights from her presentation are listed below:

· Enrollment figures are up

· General flow of applications is more predictable than in the past

· Diversity of application pool has dramatically increased; among freshmen had 47% increase in black students

· Strategic issue in terms of planning recruiting, when talking about minority apps the disproportionate number of applications came from outside of the Chicago area.  This means that in order to retain our diversity, we have to look outside the Chicago area.
· Strategy to continue raising the profile of the college in regional, national and international markets

· The enrollment management office is currently cross training all admissions counselor to work also with international students

The committee also discussed the implications of the growing enrollment numbers on space (classroom, performance, etc). that the committee will discuss at an upcoming committee meeting.
