The Faculty/Chairs Liaison to the Board of Trustees met with the Board’s Academic Affairs Committee on November 4, 2008.  The Liaison committee members this year are Lisa Brock (Chair - Humanities, History, and Social Sciences), Michelle Citron (Chair - Interdisciplinary Arts), Tom Nawrocki (CCFO President), Dominic Pacyga (Faculty - Humanities, History, and Social Sciences), Jeff Schiff (Faculty - English), and  Jay Wolke (Chair- Art and Design).
Presentation topics included Integrative Studies, Academic Rigor, Dean Evaluation, College Growth Issues, and Rank Concerns.  While the minutes of these meetings are confidential, Allen Turner, Chairman of the Board of Trustees, offered to meet with faculty later this year to discuss relevant issues.  Planning for that meeting is underway.
