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Members in attendance: Keith Kostecka, Sandra Allen, Curtis Lawrence, Constantin Rasinariu, Louise Love, Margaret Sullivan, Louis Silverstein, Doreen Bartoni and Dennis Rich. 

1.  Meeting was called to order by College Council Chair Keith Kostecka at 10:05 a.m.

Keith reminded everyone that the first two meetings of the College Council will be held in the Hokin Annex, 623 S. Wabash Ave. 
2.  Parliamentarian Position

Keith stated that he would like Daniel Jordan to be the parliamentarian for the upcoming academic year and that he would like Dan to sit in on executive committee meetings as well as College Council meetings.  

Before Dan joined the meeting there was a brief discussion about the appointment. Some committee members expressed concern about Keith and Dan both being from the Science & Math Department.  Also, with Dan being on tenure track, there was concern that Dan might not feel comfortable correcting Keith or other members of the College Council. Keith told the committee that he had specifically let Dan know that he wanted his honest counsel, even if it meant pointing out an error in procedure. 

Dan entertained questions from the committee and told member that he sees the parliamentarian’s role as “purely to protect the rights of the organization.” The parliamentarian should not speak in debate and is only there to tell the chair when procedures are not being followed correctly, Dan said.

Dan was excused from the meeting while a vote was taken. Across the board members were impressed with Dan’s passion and knowledge about the parliamentarian’s duties. There was remaining concern among some members about the chair and parliamentarian coming from the same department. A majority of members voted to approve the appointment.
3.  Bylaws

a.  Standing Rules – The committee agreed that the Bylaws Committee (Elio Leturia, Dennis Rich and Patrick Lichty) examine the standing rules for currentness, crossover, relevance, commonality and redundancy. 

b. Dean of Graduate School position on College Council – Doreen Bartoni and Louise Love said that since the position of Dean of the Graduate School had been eliminated, the seat on the council should be removed. After a brief discussion, the council was in agreement.  The matter will be referred to the full College Council, since the removal of the seat, reducing the council from 53 to 52 members, will necessitate a bylaws change.  This change will be presented at the October meeting and voted on in November in accordance with the council’s bylaws.
c.  School Curriculum Committees – In response to concerns about the removal of the curriculum meetings from the revised bylaws, the committee decided to draft language to be inserted into the “Limitations” section of the bylaws. There was concern that the committees should be codified somewhere in the bylaws. Louise Love volunteered to draft the language with input from committee members.  The new language will be noticed at the October meeting to be voted on in November in accordance with the council’s bylaws.

d. Staff member on executive committee. It was the consensus of the committee to take no action at this time.

4.  Committee Reports – Keith Kostecka suggested that Sandra Allen poll representatives from each committee at the College Council meeting asking if they have met.  If the committee has not yet, phone calls and e-mails will be sent to committee chairs as a means of promoting accountability.

5.  Keith Kostecka reported on the recent Evaluation Committee chaired by George Bailey.  The committee redefined its charge in response to concerns raised during the last academic year. 

The existing and recommended charge follows:

OLD CHARGE: This committee is concerned with policies and procedures for evaluation of both full-time and part-time faculty and Chairs, and all issues relating to faculty and chair excellence and assessment standards. 

NEW CHARGE:  This committee will work in conjunction with the CTE and CIT to provide opportunities for the enhancement and support involving (teaching and professional endeavor) of full and part time faculty.  This body will also serve in an advisory capacity to the Provost on matters dealing with evaluation of teaching for both full and part-time faculty.

During discussion, concerns were raised about the possible overlapping of charges from other committees and about a proliferation of committees.  Members suggested a possible merging of the Evaluation, Teaching & Learning and Teaching Excellence committees.  Louise Love offered the possibility that the committees could form one active, clear body with a single charge.  Dennis Rich suggested that the three chairs of the committees be appointed to a task force to report back to the Executive Committee.  Chair Keith Kostecka and other members were in agreement.  Louise Love requested that Lott Hill, co-director of the Center for Teaching Excellence, serve on the task force.  Keith Kostecka will direct the task force to complete its report no later than Oct. 24.  Vice Chair Sandra Allen will oversee the process.
6.  Graduate Studies at College -- Keith Kostecka reported that Deb McGrath and Louise Love will make a presentation on graduate studies and how it fits into the academic structure of the college at the next College Council meeting on Oct. 3.

7.  Future Meetings – President Warrick Carter has confirmed that he will address (and answer questions at) the December meeting of the College Council. He will decide if he would like to invite Board Chairman Allen Turner to join him.  Anne Foley will be invited to the March 2009 meeting to discuss the HLC/NCA accreditation visit later in that month. 
8.  Ideas and Thoughts

Doreen Bartoni noted that she will be travelling and will miss the Oct. 31 Executive Committee meeting and the Nov. 7 College Council meeting.

Margaret Sullivan would like the College Council to discuss academic minors sometime during this year.

Dan Jordan would like to make a few comments on procedures at the October meeting.

9. Margaret Sullivan made a motion to adjourn at about noon. Louis Silverstein seconded.
