Section Eight reports budget and other information on the
college's operations. It summarizes revenues and
expenditures from fiscal year 2006 (ending August 31,
2006), along with comparative data from 2002 to 2006.

The upward trend in revenue growth continued, reaching a
total of $184 million dollars in fiscal year 2006. The
percentage of income derived from tuition and fees dropped
from 85% in 2005 to 83% in 2006. On the expenditure
side, the proportion of income spent on direct instructional
costs decreased slightly from 57% in 2005 to 55% in 2006.
