All applicants must submit a typewritten essay of 500 words on any of the following topics:

What does being an Italian American mean to you?

How do you feel about the way Italian Americans are portrayed in movies and
television?

What contributions have Italians (ancient or modern) made to the world?
What contributions have Italian Americans made to the United States?

In addition, please submit a copy of your transcripts, plus a published work. Published work in 2
school newspaper is acceptable. Please return the application, together with the required
decuments, no later than Aprit 15" to the offices of the Joint Civie Comimnitice of fialian

Americans.

Fischetti Scholarship winners will be presented with their awards at the prestigious Dante

Award luncheon, which honors members of Chicago’s news media who best exemplifies Dante’s
ideal of being no timid friend to truth. This annual event will be held on Thursday, MAY 21st
