Sightsinging and keyboard portions of the exam cover a similar range.   Rhythmic and melodic 
dictation examples are given with the written portion of the exam and are of moderate difficulty.

The Sightsinging exam asks for simple rhythmic drill and scale singing and proceeds to 
sightreading melodies and rhythms of moderately difficulty.

Keyboard portions of the exam begin with two-octave scales in two hands with cadence chords 
and include sightreading and the performance of a piece of your choice.

All incoming students to Columbia's Music program must participate in placement activities.  These are given 
during new student orientation and twice more before and during the first week of classes.  The purpose of these 
exams is to match up incoming students with their appropriate level of Theory, Sightsinging and Keyboard 
classes.  Students with little or no music background can opt out of all or part of the tests and register for 
Introduction to Music Theory 32-1100-01.
